Dear Ms. McKnight:
In your letter March 26, 2015, you requested a tariff classification ruling.
The submitted pair sample identified as Style #160741, “Toasty” is a women’s closed toe/closed heel, below-the-ankle, slip-on slipper. The upper is composed of polyester textile fibers. The outer sole is rubber or plastics covered with a textile material. The textile of the outer sole does not give it its strength and durability. There is no foxing or foxing-like band and it is not protective.

The applicable subheading for style # 160741, “Toasty” will be 6404.19.3760, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for footwear with outer soles of rubber, plastics, leather or composition leather and uppers of textile materials: other: footwear with open toes or open heels; footwear not less than 10 percent by weight of rubber or plastics; footwear with uppers of textile material other than vegetable fibers and having outer soles with textile materials having the greatest surface area in contact with the ground, but not taken into account under the terms of additional note U.S. note 5 to this chapter: other: for women.  The rate of duty will be 12.5 percent ad valorem.
