The tariff classification of stickers from China
Dear Mr. Prata:
This ruling is being issued to correct Customs Ruling Number N262652, dated March 31, 2015.  The ruling letter contains clerical errors.  A complete corrected ruling follows.
In your letter dated March 3, 2015, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  As requested, the samples submitted will be returned to you.
Item number 249959A is described as a Disney “Star Wars Stormtrooper Sticker”.  The item is one sheet of release paper of printed, polyethylene film that bears a die-cut, self-adhesive sticker in the likeness of the Disney Star Wars character “Stormtrooper”.  The sheet measures approximately 4 inches by 8 inches. 

Item number 249959B is described as a Disney “Star Wars Saga Sticker”.  The item is one sheet of release paper of printed, polyethylene film that bears a die-cut, self-adhesive sticker of the licensed Disney Star War logo.  The sheet measures approximately 4 inches by 8 inches.

Item number 249915A is described as a “Disney Frozen Decal”.  The item is one sheet of release paper of printed, polyethylene film that bears a die-cut, self-adhesive silhouette of a licensed Disney Frozen character.  The sheet measures approximately 4 inches by 8 inches.

Item number 249915B is described as “Disney Frozen Stickers”.  The item consists of four sheets of .02” thick paper stickers printed by a lithographic process.  The stickers are printed pictures and textual messages such as “family forever” and “radiant heart” from the Disney movie “Frozen”.  Each sheet measures approximately 4 ½ inches by 9 inches. 

Item number 345574 is described as “Jumbo Cat Stickers”.  The item is a sheet of three-dimensional polyvinyl chloride (PVC) plastic material stickers depicting cats in various sizes, colors and poses.  Each sheet also includes two acrylic stickers in the shape of faceted gems, and the of the larger cats incorporate small acrylic gems.  The sheet measures approximately 4 inches by 8 inches.

The applicable subheading for Items numbered 249959A, 249959B, and 249915A will be 3919.90.5060, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Self-adhesive plates, sheets, film, foil, tape, strip and other flat shapes, of plastics, whether or not in rolls: Other: Other: Other.  The rate of duty will be 5.8 percent ad valorem.
The applicable subheading for Item number 345574 will be 4911.91.4040, HTSUS, which provides for Other printed matter, including printed pictures and photographs: Other: Pictures, designs and photographs: Printed not over 20 years at time of importation: Other: Other: Other. The rate of duty will be Free.

The applicable subheading for Item number 249915B will be 4911.99.6000, HTSUS, which provides for Other printed matter, including printed pictures and photographs: Other: Other: Other: Printed on paper in whole or in part by a lithographic process. The rate of duty will be Free.
