Each label measures approximately 4 ½ inches in width and 3 ½ inches in height.  The product will be put up in polybags for retail sale.
Item number M36667 is described as “Novelty Bottle Labels”, UPC# 0-82686-36667-0. The item consists of a package of 12 novelty bottle labels. There are four designs in each package.  The designs are described as Dead Stripe, Monster Brau, St. Zombi Girl and Samuel Deadman’s. The label can be attached to any glass beer bottle for instant Halloween fun. Each label measures approximately 4 ½ inches in width and 3 ½ inches in height.  The product will be put up in polybags for retail sale.
