The tariff classification of a “Sock Animal Kit” from China

Dear Ms. Davenport:

In your letter submitted April 28, 2015, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of Dolgencorp, Inc.
The “Sock Animal Kit, item# 90023, comes in a variety of different styles which include: “The Sock Dalmatian Dog,” and “The Sock Cow.”  A sample of the “Sock Dalmatian Dog” kit was received with your inquiry.  It consists of 2 socks, 2 buttons, 1 needle, 1 plastic eye, a bag of stuffing, a piece of round felt approximately 1” in diameter, black and white thread, and an instruction sheet.  The “Sock Cow” is very similar in its contents.  Children will derive amusement by using these kits to create their own original stuffed animal.  The “Sock Dalmatian Dog” and the “Sock Cow” are principally designed for the amusement of children 7 years of age and older.
The applicable subheading for the “Sock Dalmatian Dog” and the “Sock Cow” will be 9503.00.0073, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Tricycles, scooters, pedal cars and similar wheeled toys…dolls, other toys…puzzles of all kinds; parts and accessories thereof… ‘Children’s products’ as defined in 15 U.S.C. § 2052: Other: Labeled or determined by importer as intended for use by persons: 3 to 12 years of age.”  The rate of duty will be Free. 
Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
