The tariff classification of aluminum profiles from China   

Dear Mr. Katsaros:

In your letter dated April 22, 2015, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of ACMEDA Australia.

The items under consideration are aluminum profiles.  You indicate that these extruded profiles are made from aluminum alloy 6063-T5 or 6063-T6 and are designed and cut to shape to fit roller blinds.  The profiles range in length from 2.5 meters to 8 meters and are anodized, powder coated or mill finished.  Representative samples were included with your submission and will be returned to you.
Item numbers RB91-0237-000580, RB91-1226-000480, RB93-0110-096600, 
RB93-0261-000580, RB-0443-000580, RB93-0444-000580 and RB93-0333-000580 are hollow products that have a uniform cross-section and a channel(s) along their entire length with one enclosed void.  For tariff purposes, these products are considered to be hollow profiles.
Item numbers SB01-1326-000580 and SB01-1340-00580 are L-shaped aluminum profiles that have a uniform cross-section along their entire length.  However, unlike the hollow profiles, the 

L-shaped profiles have no enclosed void (open construction).  For tariff purposes, these products are considered to be other profiles.
The applicable subheading for the hollow profiles will be 7604.21.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for aluminum bars, rods and profiles, of aluminum alloys, hollow profiles. The rate of duty will be 1.5 percent ad valorem. 
The applicable subheading for the open profiles will be 7604.29.1000, HTSUS, which provides for aluminum bars, rods and profiles, of aluminum alloys, other, other profiles.  The rate of duty will be 5 percent ad valorem.
Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.

The subject extruded aluminum profiles may be subject to antidumping duties or countervailing duties.  Written decisions regarding the scope of AD/CVD orders are issued by the Enforcement and Compliance office in the International Trade Administration of the Department of Commerce and are separate from tariff classification and origin rulings issued by Customs and Border Protection (CBP).
