The tariff classification of women’s sleepwear from Taiwan.
Dear Ms. Gonzalez:
In your letter, dated May 19, 2015, on behalf of your client, The TJK Companies, Inc., you requested a tariff classification ruling.  The sample is being returned to you, as requested.

Style AJ03412 is a pair of women’s shorts constructed of 45% cotton, 35% rayon and 20% polyester knit fabric. The fabric is lightweight french terry.  The garment features: a faux drawstring at the waist, rear pockets and a hemmed bottom. 
Style AJ03422 is a pair of women’s pants constructed of 45% cotton, 35% rayon and 20% polyester knit fabric. The fabric is lightweight french terry.  The garment features: a faux drawstring at the waist and a hemmed bottom. 

Although you have described the garments as sleepwear, their appearance are ambiguous and do not clearly demonstrate their use as such.  However, you have provided supporting marketing information to substantiate this claim. Therefore, Styles AJ03412 and AJ03422 will be considered sleepwear, and classified in heading 6108, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS).
The applicable subheading for Styles AJ03412 and AJ03422 will be 6108.92.0030, HTSUS, which provides for women’s or girls’ singlets and other undershirts, slips, petticoats, briefs, panties, nightdresses, pajamas, negligees, bathrobes, dressing gowns and similar articles: other: of man-made fibers: other: women’s. The duty rate will be 16 percent ad valorem.
