In your letter dated May 22, 2015, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

You submitted an assortment of four styles of gel window clings, identified as Gel Cling Characters, item number 9036202. The four spooky characters will be sold separately and include scary representations of Dracula, Frankenstein, a Green Monster and a Werewolf, which you refer to as a “Pirate.” The gel window clings adhere to smooth, flat surfaces, such as glass windows, without the need for adhesives and are removable for reuse the following year. These decorations will be marketed and sold only for Halloween. 
The applicable subheading for item number 9036202 will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other.” The rate of duty will be Free.
