The tariff classification of imitation meat products from England   

Dear Ms. Appleton:

In your letter dated July 30, 2015, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

Ingredients breakdowns, and artwork of similar UK products packaging were submitted with your letter.  The Quorn brand products are imitation meat products based on “mycoprotein,” a meat free protein.  Vegan Nuggets (A03412), Vegan Tenders (A03573), Vegan Hot & Spicy Patties (A03571), Vegan Breaded Cutlets (A03572), and Vegan Naked Cutlets (A03417) are said to contain mycoprotein, potato protein, pea fiber, water, calcium chloride, natural flavoring, wheat gluten, calcium acetate, carrageenan, and sodium alginate.  The additional ingredients predust, breadcrumbs, batter, sunflower oil, and water are said to be contained in the Nuggets, Breaded Cutlets, and Hot & Spicy Patties.  The products will be imported in frozen condition, prepacked for retail, in outer cases, 8 to 12 packs, weighing 200g to 300g, net weight.
The applicable subheading for the five products will be 2106.90.9995, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for food preparations not elsewhere specified or included . . . other . . . other . . . other . . . frozen.  The rate of duty will be 6.4 percent ad valorem.
