The tariff classification of two bonded upholstery fabrics from China  
Dear Mr. Harris: 
In your letter dated August 14, 2015, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of Global Textile Alliance, Inc.  Two samples were submitted with your previous request.  
Style Felix is a bonded fabric consisting of a brushed woven face fabric laminated to a knit backing fabric.  The adhesive that binds these fabrics together is not visible in the cross section. According to your submission and previous correspondence, the dyed face fabric is composed of 92% textured polyester filament and 8% nylon yarns and weighs 270 g/m2, while the polyester backing fabric weighs 40 g/m2, for a total fabric weight of 310 g/m2.  Your correspondence indicates that this fabric will be imported in 145 centimeter widths, and will be used for upholstery.  Based on the relative values, use, quantity and design of the face fabric and the backing fabric, we have determined that it is the face fabric which imparts this product with its essential character.  

Style Giorgio is a bonded fabric consisting of a woven face fabric laminated to a nonwoven backing fabric.  The adhesive that binds these fabrics together is not visible in cross section.  According to your submission and previous correspondence, the face fabric is composed of 97% non-textured polyester filament and 3% cotton yarns of different colors and weighs 215 g/m2, while the nonwoven backing fabric is composed wholly of polyester and weighs 60 g/m2, for a total fabric weight of 275 g/m2.  Your correspondence indicates that this fabric will be imported in widths of 145 centimeters and will be used for upholstery.  Based on the relative values, use, quantity and design of the face fabric and the backing fabric, we have determined that it is the face fabric which imparts this product with its essential character.  
The applicable subheading for Style Felix will be 5407.52.2060, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for woven fabrics of synthetic filament yarn, including woven fabrics obtained from materials of heading 5404: other woven fabrics, containing 85% or more by weight of textured polyester filaments: dyed: other, weighing more than 170 g/m2.  The rate of duty will be 14.9% ad valorem.  
The applicable subheading for Style Giorgio will be 5407.61.9955, HTSUS, which provides for woven fabrics of synthetic filament yarn, including woven fabrics obtained from materials of heading 5404: other woven fabrics, containing 85% or more by weight of polyester filaments: containing 85% or more by weight of non-textured polyester filaments: other, other, of yarns of different colors: weighing more than 170 g/m2.  The rate of duty will be 14.9% ad valorem.
