The tariff classification of casket locking components from Taiwan.

Dear Ms. Riley:
In your letter dated August 18, 2015 you requested a tariff classification ruling. Samples were submitted with your letter and will be returned to you.  
The articles under consideration are a lever, part number 149381 and a plate, part number 149380.  It is stated that the lever and the plate are used in a casket lid locking mechanism and their function is to secure the casket lid to the casket body.  Both articles are screwed onto the body of the casket. The lever and plate are made of steel and are coated with a black oxidized finish.  The plate measures two inches in length and .718 inches in width and the latch measures 1.733 inches in length and .060 inches in width.  
The applicable subheading for the lever, part number 149381, and the plate, part number 149380, will be 8302.49.6085, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States, which provides for parts of base metal mountings, fittings and similar articles suitable for furniture, doors, staircases, windows, blinds, coachwork, saddlery, trunks, chests, caskets for the like….Other mountings, fittings and similar articles and parts thereof, Other, Other.  The general duty rate is 5.7 percent ad valorem.
