The tariff classification of railing installation kits from China   

Dear Mr. Skillman:

In your letter dated August 31, 2015, you requested a tariff classification ruling. Samples were provided, and will be returned to you.
The merchandise at issue consists of three products that are identified as a connector kit, a stair bracket kit, and an angle adapter kit. All three articles are used in the installation of railing systems on decks and staircases.
The stair bracket kit contains four plastic brackets, four plastic bracket covers, and the screws needed to mount the brackets to a post. The connector kit contains 30 plastic connectors and an equivalent number of screws, which are used to secure balusters to railings. The angle adapter kit contains four plastic brackets and twenty screws, and is used to connect different sections of railing at angles other than 90 degrees. All three kits are imported in a condition wherein their respective components are packaged together for retail sale. 
The connector kit, the stair bracket kit, and the angle adapter kit would be considered sets for tariff classification purposes, in accordance with General Rule of Interpretation 3(b). The essential character of the three kits is imparted by the plastic components.
The applicable subheading for the connector kit, the stair bracket kit, and the angle adapter kit will be 3925.90.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Builders' ware of plastics, not elsewhere specified or included: Other. The rate of duty is 5.3% ad valorem.
