The tariff classification of plastic stair, rail, and baluster connectors from China   

Dear Mr. Skillman:

In your letter dated October 28, 2015, you requested a tariff classification ruling. Samples were provided, and will be returned to you.
The merchandise at issue consists of four products that are identified as Baluster Connectors, Railing Connectors, Stair Connectors, and Contour Scenic Baluster Connectors. All four articles are packaged as kits and are used in the installation of plastic railing systems on outdoor decks.

The Baluster Connector kit contains 20 molded plastic connectors and an equivalent number of screws, which are used to secure balusters to a rail or floor. The Railing Connector kit contains two molded plastic brackets and the screws needed to mount said brackets to a post. The Stair Connector kit contains 20 molded plastic connectors and an equivalent number of screws, and is intended to secure balusters to stairways. The Contour Scenic Baluster Connector kit contains two plastic connectors and four screws, and is intended to secure a particular style of baluster to a rail. All four kits are imported in a condition wherein their respective components are packaged together for retail sale.

The products at issue in your submission would be considered sets for tariff classification purposes, in accordance with General Rule of Interpretation 3(b). The essential character of the four products is imparted by the plastic components.


The applicable subheading for the Baluster Connectors, Railing Connectors, Stair Connectors, and Contour Scenic Baluster Connectors will be 3925.90.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Builders' ware of plastics, not elsewhere specified or included: Other. The rate of duty is 5.3% ad valorem.
Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
