In your letter dated November 25, 2015, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The first submitted sample, item number 847298, identified as the adult size Black Warrior Tunic Costume, consists of a lace-up front upper body garment that you refer to as a “tunic.” The flimsy garment is composed of man-made textile fabric with a lace-up front and features raw edges with hanging threads on the short sleeves, back slit and hem.
The second submitted sample, item number DP2, identified as the adult size Black Biker Chaps Costume, consists of a pair of flimsy, man-made textile chaps which are secured  to the wearer by hook and loop tabs at the waist and thigh, as well as a single elastic strip at the back of the knees. The flimsy chaps feature raw, unfinished edges and serve no protective purpose.  
The third submitted sample, item number 842982, identified as the adult size Brown Warrior Tunic Costume, consists of a lace-up front upper body garment that you refer to as a “tunic.” The flimsy garment is composed of man-made textile fabric with a lace-up front and features raw edges with hanging threads on the short sleeves, back slit and hem.

The applicable subheading for item number 847298, DP2 and 842982 will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other.” The rate of duty will be Free.
