Dear Mr. Stoppa:
In your letter received January 10, 2016, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of your client, Oxco, Inc.  A sample was provided.   
Style# A138MFE9BRBR1 is a soft knit fabric.  Although your original request and subsequent correspondence described this fabric as being of warp knit looped pile construction, U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP) laboratory analysis finds that this dyed polyester fabric, weighing 143.6 g/m2,  is not of pile construction, but rather is a fabric of warp knit construction which has been brushed, napped or sanded.  Your correspondence indicates that the fabric will be imported in widths of approximately 132 to 162 centimeters.
The applicable subheading for fabric Style# A138MFE9BRBR1 will be 6005.32.0080, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for warp knit fabrics (including those made on galloon knitting machines), other than those of headings 6001 to 6004: of synthetic fibers: dyed, other, other.  The rate of duty will be 10% ad valorem.
Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
