The tariff classification of a 4 in 1 Emergency Tool from China   

Dear Ms. Barnes:

In your letter dated May 9, 2016, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  The submitted sample is being returned.
The merchandise in question is referred to  as the Sharper Image 4 in 1 Emergency Tool (SKU# 17724901).  This 4 in 1 emergency tool contains four features: a flashlight, a road flare, a seat belt cutter, and a emergency hammer.  The subject tool is enclosed in a yellow and clear colored plastic casing, which measures 7.5 inches in length and approximately 1.5 inches in diameter.  The flashlight is located at the top, the road flare, which is a flashing signaling light, is the largest component and is located in the middle of the item, and there is a beacon button and a flashlight button beneath the flare.  Moreover, the road flare, which is a LED lamp beacon, provides a visual emergency signal.  The seatbelt cutter, the hammer tip, and the magnetic base are located at the bottom of the item.  
The applicable subheading for this 4 in 1 Emergency Tool will be 8531.80.0050, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Electric…visual signaling apparatus…: Other apparatus: Other". The rate of duty will be 1.3%.
