The tariff classification of multilayered wood flooring panels from the Netherlands  

Dear Mr. Ma:
In your letter, dated May 12, 2016, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  The request was returned to you for additional information, which was received by this office on July 15, 2016.  The ruling was requested on engineered, multilayered wood flooring panels.  A sample and product information were submitted for our review and will be retained for reference.
You identify the flooring panels as “Engineered Oak Panels Color Ref: N12”.  You state that the panels consist of a 4mm- or 6mm-thick oak veneer laminated onto a 12mm- to 16mm-thick substrate of birch or poplar plywood.  The sample, however, has a face ply which measures less than 4mm in thickness.  This ruling will consider the product stated to have a 4mm face ply to have a face ply measuring less than 4mm in thickness.

You state that the length of the panels ranges from 150cm to 250cm; you do not identify the width.  The sample panel consists of ten layers of wood, with the grain of each layer running at an angle to that of the successive layers.  You state that the panels are tongued and grooved for installation, but the sample is neither tongued nor grooved.  You also indicate that the panel is finished by smoke and oil treatments.  You do not indicate if the panels are coated with any other protective finish.  The grain of the face ply is not obscured.  No indication is provided as to the countries in which manufacturing of the panels takes place. 
You suggest that the panels are classifiable in heading 4412 of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS).  Since the panels meet the definition of “plywood” set forth in the Explanatory Notes to the Harmonized System (ENs) - panels “consisting of three or more sheets of wood glued and pressed one on the other and generally disposed so that the grains of successive layers are at an angle” – we would agree that the panels are classifiable under a heading that provides for “Plywood, veneered panels, and similar laminated wood.”  However, the panels with a face ply exceeding 4mm (the panels stated to have a 6mm-thick face ply) are governed by Additional U.S. Note 4(b) to Chapter 44, HTSUS, which states that “Heading 4418 includes multi-layer assembled flooring panels having a face ply 4 mm or more in thickness.”  Since the instant panel, when it has a face ply exceeding 4mm, is a flooring panel that consists of an assembly of multiple layers, and has a face ply measuring 4mm or more in thickness, it is classifiable in Heading 4418, HTSUS.  
The applicable subheading for the multilayer wood flooring panels with a face ply measuring less than 4mm in thickness will be 4412.32.3125, HTSUS, which provides for Plywood, veneered panels and similar laminated wood: Other plywood consisting solely of sheets of wood (other than bamboo), each ply not exceeding 6 mm in thickness: Other, with at least one outer ply of nonconiferous wood: Not surface covered, or surface covered with a clear or transparent material which does not obscure the grain, texture or markings of the face ply: Other: Wood flooring.  The rate of duty will be 8 percent ad valorem.  
The applicable subheading for the multilayered wood flooring panels with a face ply of 4mm to 6mm in thickness will be 4418.72.9500, HTSUS, which provides for Builders' joinery and carpentry of wood, including cellular wood panels and assembled flooring panels; shingles and shakes: Assembled flooring panels: Other, multilayer: Other (than having a face ply more than 6 mm in thickness); Other.  The rate of duty will be 5 percent ad valorem.
Please note that multilayer wood flooring panels from China are subject to antidumping and countervailing duties.  Because you do not indicate where manufacturing of the instant product takes place, please be aware that the merchandise in question may be subject to antidumping duties or countervailing duties. Written decisions regarding the scope of AD/CVD orders are issued by the Import Administration in the Department of Commerce and are separate from tariff classification and origin rulings issued by Customs and Border Protection.
