The tariff classification of “Latte Cappuccino” from Spain   

Dear Ms. Nóvoa:

In your letter dated July 29, 2016 you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The subject merchandise, “Latte Cappuccino,” is a ready-to-drink beverage composed of partially skimmed milk, water, sugar, lyophilized coffee, carrageenan, cellulose, carboxymethlcellulose and sodium citrate. The product will be imported in 6.72 fluid ounce (200ml) retail size containers.
The applicable subheading for the “Latte Cappuccino” will be 2202.90.9090, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Waters, including mineral waters and aerated waters, containing added sugar or other sweetening matter or flavored, and other nonalcoholic beverages, not including fruit or vegetable juices of heading 2009: Other: Other: Other.” The rate of duty will be 0.2 cents per liter.

Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at https://hts.usitc.gov/current.
