Dear Mr. Prata:

In your letter dated August 30, 2016, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The submitted sample identified as the Recordable Message Heart, CVS item number 173258, consists of a stuffed textile heart embroidered with the words “Happy Valentine’s Day.” Although you refer to this item as a pillow, this item is a small heart shaped decoration that is not sufficient in size and stuffing to be capable of providing sufficient support to the head and neck. Therefore, this article is not considered to be a fully functioning pillow. The decoration measures approximately 7”x 9” and features circuitry for the user to record and play back a brief, personalized Valentine’s Day message of not more than seven seconds. The article is marketed and sold exclusively for Valentine’s Day, and serves as a decoration, even if the messaging capability is never used or the article is powered down.
Your sample will be returned as requested.
The applicable subheading for CVS item number 173258 will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other.” The rate of duty will be Free.
