In your letter dated September 26, 2016, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

You submitted a photograph and detailed description of the first item, 7” Witches Hands Holding a Magic-Light-Orb, item number 5323-07223BL. The battery powered, LED light-up decoration depicts a pair of gnarled witch hands holding a mysterious orb. When activated the LED lighting illuminates the orb while emitting eerie sound effects. This item will be only be marketed and sold for Halloween.
You submitted a photograph and detailed description of the second item, 7” Witches Crystal Ball, item number 5323-07427. The battery powered, LED light-up decoration depicts a menacing crystal ball set on a base decorated with skulls and crossbones. When activated the LED lighting illuminates the crystal ball while emitting eerie sound effects. This item will be only be marketed and sold for Halloween.

The applicable subheading for item numbers 5323-07223BL and 5323-07427 will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other.” The rate of duty will be Free.
