The battery powered, LED light-up decoration depicts a frightening parrot skeleton with a large scary beak and oversized claws, perched inside of an ancient, cobweb-draped “lantern.” When activated, the LED lighting illuminates the “lantern” in ghostly glowing light while the bird’s beak moves as if speaking and bone-chilling sound effects are emitted from the bird. This item will be only be marketed and sold for Halloween.
You submitted a photograph and detailed description of item number 7346-14053, Animated Talking Raven with LED Illumination and Halloween Sound Effects. The battery powered, LED light-up decoration depicts a frightening raven with a large scary beak and oversized claws, and perched inside of an ancient, cobweb-draped “lantern.”  When activated, the LED lighting illuminates the “lantern” in ghostly glowing light while the bird’s beak moves as if speaking and bone-chilling sound effects are emitted from the bird. This item will be only be marketed and sold for Halloween.
