The tariff classification of decorative pressure sensitive rectangles of polyester knit pile fabric from China     
Dear Ms. Barnes: 
In your letter dated August 10, 2016, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  Samples were provided. 
“Peel N Stick Fur Skinz,” SKU #18200601 (US3-0585/DG), are rectangles of knit pile fabric, measuring approximately 6 inches x 9 inches, with an adhesive coating applied to the non-pile side of the fabric, protected by release paper.  Although the information provided describes this product as a polyester woven fabric, examination of the samples reveals that the fabric is of knit pile construction.  Your correspondence indicates the fabric pieces will be sold in a variety of colors and prints for use in decorating items such as books and picture frames or, as shown in the marketing materials, student lockers.  Each paperboard package will contain two pieces of material.  
The applicable subheading for “Peel N Stick Fur Skinz,” SKU #18200601 (US3-0585/DG), will be 6001.92.0040, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Pile fabrics, including “long pile” fabrics and terry fabrics, knitted or crocheted: Other: Of man-made fibers: Other: Other.  The rate of duty will be 17.2 percent ad valorem.

Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at https://hts.usitc.gov/current.
