Dear Ms. Long:

In your letter dated October 21, 2016, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

You submitted a detailed description and photograph of item number 7348-16133, 16" Hanging Neon Witch. The wall hanging design measures approximately 16” in height and is composed of neon infused glass tubing depicting the silhouette of a witch flying on a broom. The item features an attached power cord to be plugged into an electrical source. When powered on, the glass tubing emits an eerie glow. The 16” Hanging Neon Witch will only be marketed and sold for Halloween.
You submitted a detailed description and photograph of the item number 7304-24294, 24" Hanging Neon Happy Halloween. The wall hanging design measures approximately 24” in width and is composed of neon infused glass tubing depicting the phrase “Happy Halloween.” The item features an attached power cord to be plugged into an electrical source. When powered on, the glass tubing emits an eerie glow. The 24" Hanging Neon Happy Halloween will only be marketed and sold for Halloween.

The applicable subheading for item number 7348-16133 and 7304-24294 will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other.” The rate of duty will be Free.
Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at https://hts.usitc.gov/current.

We are returning your request for a ruling on the 16” Hanging Neon Alien with LED Illumination, and any related samples, exhibits, etc.  We need additional information in order to issue a ruling.  Please submit a sample of the item.
