The tariff classification of automobile wire harness from Mexico   

Dear Ms. Hernandez:

In your letter dated November 7, 2016, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  
The merchandise in question is an Automobile Wire Harness with connectors (Part # 30478).  This device is composed of a group of wire harness sub-assemblies that provide electrical connections for an automobile to perform various functions.  The wire harness consists of several components including wires, terminals, electrical connectors, plastic housings, plastic fasteners, plastic tubing, and shrink tubes.  The wire harness transfers firing current to an inflator imitator from the airbag control unit allowing the vehicle to make deployment decisions for the airbag.
The applicable subheading for the Automobile Wire Harness with connectors (Part # 30478) will be 8544.30.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Insulated wire, cable…: Ignition wiring sets and other wiring sets of a kind used in vehicles, aircraft or ships.” The general rate of duty will be 5%.
Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at https://hts.usitc.gov/current.
